1. A form of proxy is enclosed for use by members and, if appropriate, must be 

deposited, with the power of attorney or other authority (if any) under which it is 

signed, or a notarially certified or office copy of such power of authority, with the 

Company’s chief executive not less than 48 hours before the time of the Annual 

General Meeting (“AGM”).  Completed proxy forms should be sent to Unit 14A 

Monument Way East, Woking, Surrey, GU21 5LY.  Appointment of a proxy does 

not preclude the member from attending the AGM and voting in person.  A proxy 



need not be a member of the Company.  The termination of the authority of a 

person to act as proxy must be notified to the Company in writing.  Amended 

instructions must be received by the Company’s Chief Executive by the deadline 

for receipt of proxies. 

2. A member entitled to attend and vote at the AGM may appoint a proxy (who need 

not be a member of the Company) to attend, speak and vote on his or her behalf 

whether by show of hands or on a poll.   

3. If a corporate member has appointed a corporate representative, the corporate 

representative will have the same powers as the corporation could exercise if it 

were an individual member of the Company.
